Workshops:

- All workshops will be held at UM’s Sculpture Division Studio.  

- Workshops begin on Monday 3rd of May at 9 am and continue Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday from 9am – 12 midnight.  Additional after-hour access provided as necessary.  No mold-making after Thursday 6th.  

- UM will provide a trained work-study student during workshop hours that can assist the workshop artist and facilitate tool usage, maintenance, and general housekeeping.

- UM’s studio is an open-format space.  All the “areas” are really in one large space.  Sand molding will be held in the west end of the shop, Ceramic Shell will be held in the Shell Room, and the Pattern Workshop will be in the Wood Area and the General Work Table Area.  The Fabrication Area will be kept clear to aid in pour preparations.  

-   Workshop Artists will have a set of waivers and safety requirements involving the mixer, resin, carving, silica dust, lifting, and helpful tips specific to our facility.

These will be available as handouts on Monday 3rd.  
Pattern Workshop with Jim Wade 3rd, 4th:

- Involves non-plastic approaches to patternmaking, both wooden and textile.  Learn to utilize soft materials as shells, fill them with different things that serve specific functions as a sand or shell pattern.  Learn to use the table saw, router table, and lathe to draft wooden patterns for preparation as hard patterns.  

- You pay a flat fee of $30 for materials (wood, glue, abrasives, fabric, thread, etc.) with your registration online or by mail.  

Sand Molding Workshop with Brad Allen (assisted by UM students) 3rd-6th  

- You pay a predetermined price per pound of sand weight used to make your mold.  

Fees:  
0-100 lbs. of finished mold weight = $0.50/lb.
100-300 lbs. of finished mold weight = $0.40/lb.
300-above lbs. of finished mold weight = $0.30/lb.
- The graduated price reduction will hopefully encourage those seeking to make a larger mold and provide some variety of artwork to pour on Friday.  

- This rate will include the cost of iron, coke, resin, sand, core wash, core paste, banding, and talc.  Fee will be paid in full before iron is poured into each mold.  

- Each sand mold workshop participant will have to complete a mold sheet during the workshop that identifies paid in full, mold weight, iron weight, casting thickness, and any inclusions in that mold.  Molds not displaying these sheets will not be poured at the production pour.  For those conference goers bringing molds, you will need to check in with Brad at the workshop to get your mold sheet.

- This workshop includes use of:  Sand, resin, oil sand, oil clay, core wash, core paste, banding, talc, nitrile gloves, small torches, cinder block flasks, small hand tools, palette jack, palettes, fork truck, gantry, jib.

- This does NOT include:  additional personal protective equipment such as respirators, pre-made patterns, wooden flasks, leather apparel, sand mold burnouts.  

​- Again, You must have paid for your mold before it gets poured, no exceptions.

​- All Workshop Participants are responsible for their own mold waste and its disposal into the large dumpster in the Sculpture Yard driveway.  
Ceramic Shell Workshop  with Kendall Mingey 3rd- 6th: 

- This workshop can focus on building wax patterns, forming them into a sprue system, molding and burning out those shells, or any portion of the processes herein. A personal protective device known as a respirator, with silica/fine particulate filters, is required to take this workshop. 

- The fee for this workshop is $10/lb.   If you used our wax and/or sprues then you will weigh the mold, prior to burn-out, with wax and sprues included in weight.

If you brought a pattern and used your own sprues, then the workshop artist will weigh your mold after burn-out (and after it is cool to touch).  

- Burnout Kiln will be operated by trained UM students/staff or event coordinators only.

- Burnouts will occur each night of workshops from 9-midnight.  

- All shells to be poured must be burned out by Thursday 6th at midnight.  

- Workshop Coordinator will keep a log of Mold Sheets for all shells.  You must have paid for your mold before it gets poured, no exceptions.  

- All Workshop Participants are responsible for their own mold waste and its disposal into the large dumpster.  
- Working with Silica brings with it many safety concerns.  The workshop artist will have handouts available on Monday 3rd regarding safety procedures at our facility.  

-This workshop does include:  wax, sprues, sprue glue, soldering irons, torches, ceramic shell slurry, ceramic silica dry goods, nitrile gloves, and burnout facilities.

- This workshop does NOT include:  personal respiration devices, however these devices are required to use the silica beds in the Ceramic Shell Room!  So, you will need to bring your own personal respirator with filtration for silica and fine particulates, or you will not be allowed access to this facility.
