I understand that safety glasses are required at all times in work areas, foundry spaces, and inside of any barrier erected by WCIAC agents.  ________.

I am required to wear appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), safety gear, at all times while participating in conference activities.  PPE  includes: safety glasses, full face shield, helmet / hard hat, hearing protection, shoes or boots covering the entire foot, long sleeved shirts, pants, dust masks and respiratory protection if necessary.  Where heat and open flame exist:  Protective gloves, chaps, jackets, boots and boot covers.  Gear made from un-frayed, natural fibers, hide, or engineered heat resistant materials are preferred.  _______.

I understand that if I am taking any drug, including alcohol and prescribed medication, which may impair my judgment or coordination I will not use the facilities or participate in applied conference activities.  ________.

I will practice safe work techniques when lifting heavy objects.  I will make sure to lift with my legs and keep knees bent.  I will seek assistance with objects that are too heavy to lift on my own. ________.

I am not allowed to use any equipment in the conference facilities during the iron pours.  During iron pours conference participants are asked to assume one or more of the following roles:  Pour participants, spectators, and WCIAC agents.  ________.

I am required to inform a WCIAC agent immediately if I am injured or I observe anyone else become injured.  I will provide this information regardless of the nature of the injury.  ________.

I understand, and will inform my guests, that they are not allowed in the iron pour area once burn in begins and until furnaces have reached ambient temperature.  Guests are asked to refrain from crossing or moving barriers erected by WCIAC agents.  ________.

I agree to keep my work areas clean and to provide help with communal cleanup efforts throughout the conference.  ________.

I understand that it is my responsibility to gauge my own limits in regard to how much I exert myself participating in conference activities.  ________. 

I understand that the nature of iron casting has hazards such as: heat exhaustion, dehydration, proximity and contact burns.  Work incident to iron casting involves heavy and sharp materials.  Projectiles molten and solid, flammable solids, liquids, and gasses are common hazards in the foundry.  I will protect myself and others from these potential hazards.  ________.
